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Submission Guidelines for Tohoku Gakuin University Journal of International

Studies (TGU-JIS)

1. Eligibility for Submission

Submissions to this journal are limited to works whose first author is either a member or a
visiting fellow of the Center for International Studies (hereafter, “CIS”). However,
submissions from authors who do not fall into these categories may also be accepted, provided
that the Editorial Committee of the journal (hereafter, “the Committee”) deems the

submission to be a valuable contribution to the CIS.
2. Prohibited Conduct

Submissions that fall under the category of “research misconduct” ( [HFZEHEE)_EDOAIEST
% | ) as defined in Article 3 of the “Regulations on the Prevention and Handling of Research
Misconduct at Tohoku Gakuin University” ( [ BAb 2BERFIC BT 2 7 iEE) E O AR IETA
DOFfitk, SISEFICBFT 2 HIFE] 5% 3 5%) are strictly prohibited.

3. About Submitted Manuscripts

3-1. Types of Manuscripts

The journal accepts the following types of manuscripts:

- Research Articles (up to 20,000 characters in Japanese or 9,000 words in English): Scholarly
works that adhere to academic standards and demonstrate high levels of originality and
innovation.

- Research Notes (up to 10,000 characters of 5,000 words): While less rigorous in theoretical
and methodological structure compared to research articles, they offer novel academic
findings or analyses that are deemed academically valuable.

- Practical Reports (up to 6,000 characters or 3,000 words): Reports on the outcomes of
hosted lectures or research endeavors supported by the CIS.

-Other types of manuscripts may be considered for publication, if deemed appropriate by the
Committee.

3-2. Manuscript Formatting Requirements

- Manuscripts should be arranged in the following order: Title, Author Name(s), Affiliation(s),



Abstract, Keywords, Main Text, References, and Figures/Tables/Photographs.

- Text should be written horizontally on A4-sized paper. Manuscripts may be written in either
Japanese or English. Use of other languages requires prior consultation with and approval
from the Committee.

- Abstracts should be within 400 Japanese characters or 200 words in English, and no more
than five keywords should be provided.

- CIS uses US spelling. Use footnotes (not ‘in-text’) for citations.

- Citations and references can be used following the guidelines of the author’s choice (e.g.,

APA 7), but must remain consistent throughout the paper.

4. Submission Method

- Manuscripts must be submitted online by the deadline (the end of December) through the
designated Google Form, with both the Microsoft Word and PDF files attached.
- Authors may be asked to provide additional information or materials as necessary during the

review process.

5. Process until Publication

5-1. Review

- All submissions will be reviewed under the responsibility of the Committee, which will
decide whether to accept or reject the manuscript.

5-2. Proofreading

- After acceptance, minor corrections may be made only if requested by the author.

5-3. Publication

- The journal will be published as an online journal on the CIS website. Published articles will
also be registered and made publicly available in the university’s academic repository.

- Depending on the CIS budget, a limited number of copies may also be printed for archival
and promotional purposes.

5-4. Copyright

- The copyright of works published in this journal shall remain with the author(s).

6. Other Provisions

Any additional necessary matters will be determined by the Committee as appropriate
