where he was born) in order to distinguish him from others of the same name,
particularly the contemporary poet, Sir John Davies (1569-1626).

Sir John Davies (1569 (baptized)-1626) was an English poet, lawyer, and
politician who sat in the House of Commons at various times between 1597 and
1621. He became Attorney General for Ireland and formulated many of the legal
principles that underpinned the British Empire.

John Donne (1573-1631) was an English poet and cleric in the Church of England.
He is considered the pre-eminent representative of the metaphysical poets. His
works are noted for their strong, sensual style and include sonnets, love poems,
religious poems. Latin translations, epigrams, elegies, songs, satires and
sermons. His poetry is noted for its vibrancy of language and inventiveness of
metaphor, especially compared to that of his contemporaries. Donne’s style is
characterized by abrupt openings and various paradoxes, ironies and dislocations.
These features, along with his frequent dramatic or everyday speech rhythms,
his tense syntax and his tough eloquence, were both a reaction against the
smoothness of conventional Elizabethan poetry and an adaptation into English of
European baroque and mannerist techniques.

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The description of Cupid contains elements of two conventions. One is the blazon
of Love, favourable, as in FQ. 1II. xi. 47-8. and unfavourable, as in Dicus’s
description of him as horned and cloven-footed in ‘Poore Painters oft’ in Old
Arcadia. book i. or Ronsard’s ‘Amour Oyseau’. The other is the allegory of courtly
love, in which Cupid is Associated with personifications of such qualities as pride,
hope, and ire (these qualities of course appear abundantly in Petrarchan sonnets).
Davies’s parody consists in dressing Cupid in garments that have no connection
with the qualities except alliteration ; thus the sonnet is meaningless. and Cupid is
wearing an unconscionable amount of footwear.

Socks were usually worn under boots (which Cupid is not wearing) to protect the
stockings from being soiled or rubbed.

“Not, I should hope, of the proportion of virtue to vice throughout the king-
dom. We do not look in great cities for our best morality. It is not there that
respectable people of any denomination can do most good ; and it certainly is
not there that the influence of the clergy can be most felt. A fine preacher is
followed and admired ; but it is not in fine preaching only that a good clergy-

man will be useful in his parish and his neighbourhood, where the parish and

neighbourhood are of a size capable of knowing his private character, and

observing his general conduct, which in London can rarely be the case. The

clergy are lost there in the crowds of their parishioners. They are known to the
largest part only as preachers. And with regard to their influencing public man-
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ners, Miss Crawford must not misunderstand me, or suppose I mean to call
them the arbiters of good-breeding, the regulators of refinement and courtesy,
the masters of the ceremonies of life. The manners I speak of might rather be

called conduct, perhaps, the result of good principles ; the effect, in short, of

those doctrines which it is their duty to teach and recommend ; and it will, I

believe, be everywhere found, that as the clergy are, or are not what they
ought to be, so are the rest of the nation.” (Ch. 9, TF#i&E#)

What made me take this trip to Africa? There is no quick explanation.
Things got worse and worse and worse and pretty soon they were too compli-
cated.

When I think of my condition at the age of fifty-five when I bought the
ticket, all is grief. The facts begin to crowd me and soo I get a pressure in the
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chest. A disorderly rush begins —— my parents, my wives, my girls, my chil-
dren, my farm, my animals, my habits, my money, my music lessons, my
drunkenness, my prejudices, my brutality, my teeth, my face, my soul! I have
to cry, “No, no, get abck, curse you, let me alone!” But how can they let me
alone? They belong to me. They are mine. And they pile into me from all
sides. It turns into chaos.

However, the world which I thought so mighty an oppressor has removed
it wrath from me. But if I am to make sense to you people and explain why I
went to Africa I must face up to the facts. I might as well start with the money.
I am rich. From my old man I inherited three million dollars after taxes, but I
thought myself a bum and had my reasons, the main reason being that I
behaved like a bum. But privately when things got very bad I often looked into
books to see whether I could find some helpful words, and one day I read, “The
forgiveness of sins is perpetual and righteousness first is not required.” This
impressed me so ddeply that I wsent around saying it to myself. But then I
forgot which book it was.
